Good Day, 
 
The American Legion was chartered by Congress on September 16th, 1919. After a number of 
caucuses to define a name and draft both the preamble and constitution, a patriotic veterans or-
ganization focusing on service to veterans, servicemembers and communities was born. Several 
Detachment of Vermont members travelled to Minneapolis this month to kick-off the 15-month 
Centennial Celebration of the American Legion at National Convention. The General Session be-
gan on Tuesday, Aug. 28. Their involvement is history in the making. 
 
Founded in 1932, Sons of The American Legion exists to honor the service and sacrifice of Le-
gionnaires. Although the S.A.L. has its own membership, the organization is not a separate entity, 
but is a program of The American Legion. The Sons organization is divided into Detachments at 
the state level and Squadrons at the local level. A squadron pairs with a local American Legion 
post and itôs charter is contingent upon approval by the Post. Detachments and Squadrons can 
determine the extent of their services to the community, state and nation through programs and 
activities to meet their needs, but must comply with the S.A.L.ôs mission to strengthen the four pil-
lars of The American Legion. S.A.L. members service emphasizes preservation of American tradi-
tions and values, improving the quality of life for our nationôs children, caring for veterans and their 
families, and teaching the fundamentals of good citizenship. 
 
This past year, the S.A.L. attained an all-time high national membership of over 365,000. The larg-
est Detachment, Pennsylvania, has over 61,000 members whereas Vermont is close to 4,000 
members. Members of the Sons of The American Legion, American Legion, and American Legion 
Auxiliary comprise the Legion Family, which has a combined membership of nearly 4.2 million and 
have contributed many positive changes in the lives of service members, their families and their 
communities. 
 
Over the next year, I will be reaching out to Squadrons to provide a history of their activities so 
that they can be recorded over the year. If you have information on events that you are holding, 
recognition from your members and squadrons in your community, we need to record this history 
through the eyes of our membership and those around us. Speak with long-time members of the 
SAL and ask them to share their stories in a video or write them down. What is a special project 
they worked on or the reason for their generational membership supporting their family? Or are 
they a new charter member and why they decided to join? 
 
The S.A.L. assists their posts in Veterans programs, Veterans Home and Hospital volunteerism, 
Children Youth projects and overall fundraising. Since 1988, The Sons have raised more than 
$6.9 million for The American Legion Child Welfare Foundation. Members have volunteered over 
1.3 million hours in Veterans Hospitals and raised over $2,500,000 that has gone directly to VA 
hospitals and VA homes. We need to tell these stories, but also remember them to share with our 
future members. Please reach out to me with those stories so that they can be shared and docu-
mented throughout the year.

     I will be asking for assistance from at least two members for a Legislative Committee at the 
Detachment Level. Being an election year and the beginning of a two-year Legislative cycle 
for the State of Vermont, the timing is crucial for any actions we would like to see ad-
dressed. 
What are Legislative items you think we should be addressing? 
Would members be willing to attend a "Day on the Hill" or a special legislative day 
event.  

Do you want to keep up to date on Legislative items effecting Veterans at the 
Statehouse, so you can support Veterans and their causes? 

     There are a number of documents created to assist with Legislative Action and I look to 
share information on where those documents are and how to use them. 

      I will be initiating a Key Contact program to communicate with legislators. In simple terms, 
this is a way to access contact information for your Legislator on the S.A.L. web page and 
num bers to call for those that don't have access to a computer. 
Reach out to your Legislators to attend your fundraising programs, like has historically 
happened with the 5k race in Barre. 

      Learn how to share your stories at local Town Meetings. Every town has a public meeting 
with a visitors and communications section to listen to issues in the community. This time 
can be used for any member to approach their selectboard or City Council to tell our story. 
By doing this, the S.A.L. can gain press and awareness in our communities. 
You could also write a letter to the editor or a press releases to your local newspaper!  

      Set up a Legislative Committee within your Squadron. Squadron #10 set up a three-
member committee at their meeting in August to work on items in our area. 
Do you have contested State Senator and House Representative races in your area and 
want to learn more about who is running? 

Are there residents in your towns that need to register to vote? 
 
If you cannot attend Fall Conference, but do want to learn more, please reach out to me. This in-
formation can be shared via email or we can arrange for you to receive copies of materials. Letôs 
provide support at the local and State level like the S.A.L. is doing Nationally to support those that 
have served or are still serving.

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U.S. Mint Director David J. Ryder, the son of two veterans, unveiled 
before thousands of American Legion members Wednesday the de-
signs of three commemorative coins that go on sale next March to 
honor the organizationôs 100th anniversary. 

ñEvery day across the nation, the Mint connects America through 
coins,ò Ryder said. ñAnd next year, it will be our great privilege to con-
nect America to the legacy of the nationôs largest wartime veterans 
service organization.ò 

Sales of a $5 gold piece, a silver dollar and a clad half-dollar honoring 
The American Legionôs legacy stand to raise up to $9.5 million for the 
organizationôs programs and services, Ryder said. 

The coin required congressional action. On Oct. 6, 2017, Congress 
passed Public Law 115-65 allowing the Mint to strike and issue 50,000 
of the gold coins, 400,000 of the silver dollars and 750,000 of the half-
dollars.
